COMPETITION RULES & ENTRY FORM

Enter early!        Entry forms and fees due 5:00 pm, Friday, July 16th 2010
Wine submissions due at the Winefest office 5:00 pm, Friday, July 23rd 2010
Who can enter? Only amateur winemakers are eligible to enter this competition.

What kind of wine can be entered?

You can enter as many different fruit, honey/mead, red, white, and rosé, and other than standard wines (grape mixed with non-grape or wine with additives such as flavorings or spices), or fortified as you wish. The use of Colorado fruit or produce is highly encouraged. Wines using fruits fermented, aged, bottled, labeled, packaged, or processed in part or in whole by any commercial or licensed winery are not eligible for this competition.

Event format

The Amateur Competition will be run by Dr. Steve Menke, hired by Colorado State University as an associate professor of enology (the study of wines).  Dr. Menke will serve as Colorado’s State Enologist and an information nexus for Colorado winemakers.

Judging is done by blind tasting. Entrants receive written comments from judges. Amateur winemakers and their guests are invited to attend the Awards Reception and Wine Tasting on Sunday, September 19, 2010, 1:00 pm to 3:00 pm at the Wine Country Inn, Palisade, CO.
How to enter the 2010 Colorado Mountain Winefest Amateur Winemakers Competition:

1. Entry form: Complete the entry form at the end of this document for each wine submitted.
2. Fee: $15 per entry. Two bottles per entry are required. Fees are non-refundable. 

Make checks payable to “Colorado Mountain Winefest.”
3. Deadline: Entry forms and fees due July 16, 2010 at the Winefest office.


Wine submissions must be received by July 23, 2010 at a designated location in Denver or Grand Junction.

4. Label wine samples: You must provide 2 (two) 750 ml sample of each of your entries.    Labels are provided with this entry form. Use one label for each wine and firmly affix to the bottle with the following information:

· Category to be judged (fruit, red, white, rosé, honey, fortified, or other than standard)

· Type and origin of the fruit used

· Brief description of composition of wine (note % of each component)

Awards Reception and Wine Tasting – Sunday, September 19 • 1:00 – 3:00 pm

Please join us for an Awards presentation and Wine Tasting Reception, open to amateur winemakers and their guests. Please bring a bottle of your wine to share. Light hors d’oeuvres served. Prizes, medals, citations, and judges’ comments will be distributed. Panelists will be giving comments on wines judged.  It is an opportunity for amateur/home/garage winemakers to network and exchange information. Location: Wine County Inn, Palisade, Colorado. For an event map and details: www.coloradowinefest.com
Judges and judging criteria  

Judges for the competition include wine industry professionals. Wines will be judged on color, clarity, aroma, taste, balance, and finish on a modified Davis 20 point scale. Wines using more than 50 percent Colorado fruit or produce will receive one additional point.  Competition organizers may reclassify any entry they deem more suitable to be judged in another category. Sparkling wine will be judged within the appropriate category. Judges may refuse to taste a sample if two judges determine it to be spoiled or off. Judging is not public. All decisions of the judges are final.

Medals/Citations
Results of the competition will be announced and medals/citations awarded to the winners on Sunday, September 19. Medals are not limited to one medal per wine category. Medals will be awarded to all wines meeting the competition standards. Medals/citations will be mailed to winners who are not present. Competitors will also receive the judges’ comments of their wine.
